WHEEL CHAIRS AVAILABLE FROM THE HUMANITARIAN CENTRE

District 9300 has received a container of 110 wheelchairs from the Wheelchair Foundation. (The red fold-up ones).
This was made possible because of a very generous donation from a Rotarian husband and Inner Wheel member
i.e. the Pearsons from England.

The cost of a 110 chair container including purchase and shipping from the Wheelchair Foundation is 110 X$ 150.00
= $16500.00. At the present Rotary Exchange rate of R7.40, the benefit to our district is a staggering R122,100.00

We in D9300 were selected for distribution of these wheelchairs by Wheelchair Foundation Trustee Milton Frary, who
is a great friend of Districts in Southern Africa.

Both the Pearsons and the Frary's will be visiting D9300 from the 24th March to 4th April 2010 in order to take part in
the handover of this aid.

These wheelchairs are now in storage at the Humanitarian Centre in Bedfordview, and any Rotary Club which would
like to participate in this wonderful project please contact me.

Unfortunately to offset customs clearance and transport costs to the Humanitarian Centre, we would like to ask a
donation of R120.00 per chair. These are brand new fold up wheelchairs, so is definitely value for money.

I am in the process of setting up an itinerary for the visiting party, and hopefully show them an interesting time, in-
cluding lots of fellowship.

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Rotary Clubs Light Up the World to End Polio

World landmarks will carry Rotary's End Polio Now pledge during the week of Feb. 23

EVANSTON, Ill., Feb. 16 /PRNewswire-USNewswire/ -- What do the Egyptian Pyramid of Khafre, Bue-
nos Aires' Obelisk, and Chicago's Wrigley Building have in common? Each of these iconic landmarks will
provide a dramatic backdrop for an equally dramatic message: End Polio Now. Those three words -- repre-
senting Rotary's pledge to rid the world of this crippling childhood disease -- will be projected onto each
structure during the week surrounding Feb. 23, the humanitarian service organization's 105th anniversary.
"By lighting these historic landmarks with Rotary's pledge to end polio, Rotary is saying to the world that
we will fight this disease to the end,” says Glenn E. Estess, Sr., chair of The Rotary Foundation of Rotary
International.

The End Polio Now illumination of the pyramid is particularly symbolic because ancient Egyptian artwork
carried the earliest known depictions of people disabled by polio. In 2006, Egypt was declared polio-free,
leaving only four polio-endemic countries: Afghanistan, India, Nigeria and Pakistan.

Other sites scheduled for illumination include Taipei Arena, Taiwan; Cathedral of Santiago de Compos-
tela in Galicia, Spain; Old Port Captain's Office on the V&A Waterfront in Cape Town, South Africa, with
Table Mountain as the backdrop; Obelisk of Buenos Aires, Argentina; Lake Marathon Dam overlooking
the Marathon Memorial Battlefield in Greece; Royal Palace of Caserta in Italy; and in the city of Ro-
tary's founding 105 years ago, Chicago's famous Wrigley Building.

Polio eradication has been Rotary's top priority for more than two decades. Great progress has been made,
with the incidence of polio infection down from about 350,000 cases in 1988 to fewer than 2,000 in 20009.
More than two billion children have been immunized in 122 countries, preventing five million cases of pa-
ralysis and 250,000 pediatric deaths.

Rotary members worldwide have contributed more than $900 million and countless volunteer hours and are
now working aggressively to raise another $200 million to match a $355 million challenge grant from the
Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation.
