Greetings from Evanston. | am writing to share exciting outcomes concerning the Interact program from
t he RI Board of Directorsd6 January meeting. The
program to ages 12 -18, effective immediately.

Current policy states:

Where the Interact club is school-connected, control and supervision by the sponsor Rotary club shall be
exercised in full cooperation with the school authorities, with the understanding that such clubs are sub-
ject to the same regulations and policies established by the school authorities for all student organiza-
tions and extracurricular activities of the school. (RCOP 41.010,6).

Therefore in some cases, students under the age of 12 or over the age of 18 may be members of a pre-
university level school-based Interact club when the student body already includes youth ages 12-18
subject to the policies of the school authorities. For example, if the student body at a school is for ages
10-13, then members of the Interact club could be ages 10-13 at the school.

We are currently updating the Interact Club Certification Form, Constitution and By-laws. These docu-
ments will be available for download from the Interact section of the Rl Web-site at www.rotary.org/
interact by the end of March.
